Chemistry and Biochemistry
Unit description: 

This week students will learn the composition of the four major categories of organic molecules.  (Michigan Priority Expectations- Biology- B2.2C).

Students will also learn the general structure and primary functions of the major complex organic molecules that compose living organisms (Michigan Priority Expectations- Biology- B2.2D).

Students will also learn how carbon and other common elements can join to other atoms in chains and rings to form large and complex molecules (Michigan Priority Expectations- Biology- B2.2A).


Instructions/Tasks:

· Complete Vocabulary Activity  described in the Learning the Vocabulary Activity link by Thursday of  week 2 

· Read chapter 2 (section 3 and 4 only) in your Biology text book as well as browse/read through the web site titled Basics of Biochemistry web site.  This link to this web site can be found in this Unit in Moodle.  Take notes on the names, functions, and important information about the 4 major organic molecules found in living things.
