 Unit 2-Weeks 3 and 4 Instructions

Cells-Structure and Function
Unit description: 


This week students will learn the characteristics of and the structural difference between viruses and bacteria (Michigan Priority Expectations- Biology- B2.4h).

Students will also learn the similarities and differences between plant and animal cells (Michigan Priority Expectations- Biology- B2.5g).

Students will also learn specific cells parts and their individual functions (Michigan Priority Expectations- Biology- B2.5i).


Instructions/Tasks:

· Complete Vocabulary Activity  described in the Learning the Vocabulary Activity link by Thursday of  week 4 

· Read chapter 19 (section 1 and 2 only) and Chapter 7 in your Biology text book as well as browse/read through the web sites located in this Unit on Moodle

· After reading chapter 19 write a ½ page description of the structural differences between virus and bacteria as well as all other types of cells (ie plant and animal).  Hand in the paper into the tray or email the document if you chose to type the description.  

· View You Tube videos.  In this Unit there are multiple Videos that will help you gain a better understanding of the cell structures and their functions.  
· While viewing the You Tube video and reading the textbook section/website, complete the “create your own graphic organizer” Activity found in the link within this unit. 
· After completing the tasks above Get Chapter 19 and Chapter 7 worksheets from instructor. Use notes and resources collected throughout this unit to help you complete the questions correctly.  Hand them into the correct classroom tray when completed.  

· Cell Membrane Diffusion Lab.  Click on the link in this Units Moodle section titled Cell Membrane Lab Description.   Complete the Lab and write out questions/answers (ignore any tasks or questions that refer to using a specific text book) and hand it into the correct classroom tray.  All lab materials will be ready and waiting in the classroom.  

· After all tasks have been completed above Write an informative paper (about 1 ½ pages) that explains the process in which 3 or more organelles work together to maintain the health of the cell and an organism in general.  Be sure to discuss each selected organelle as a separate organelle as well as how it works with the other organelles.  Be sure to use all the proper vocabulary terms found in Chapter 19 and 7 of your Biology Text book!! And site all resources properly.  Please refer to the General course info section for Writing rubrics and proper citation practices.

· Email the paper in Word document form to instructors email address found at top of page
